What type of unit am | looking at? Single family home, mobile home, apartment, duplex, etc.?

You may want to check with the utility companies to determine if there are deposits that are required.
Check with the landlord regarding any special restriction on the unit such as no smoking, no pets, etc.
Find out what utilities you will have to pay (heat, electric, water, waste removal)

Do a budget plan to assess whether the rental is affordable.

Making an appointment:

Once you have found a rental unit and it is what you are looking for, ask the owner for an appointment to see
the unit. BE SURE TO KEEP THE APPOINTMENT AND BE ON TIME. You may want to arrive early so that you can
look around the neighborhood and get a feel for the community. Remember, meeting with the landlord is like
a job interview, dress well, be pleasant and be honest.
